The Cyclonic Storm óPhailinô had caused large-scale devastations to the 
entire power Transmission and Distribution  (T&D) Infrastructure of Ganjam 
exposing the district to darkness. In the aftermath of Cyclone followed by the 
unprecedented flood, the power sector fraternity came  across a formidable 
challenge amid the growing expectation of public & State Administration to restore 
the supply within shortest possible time. In order to carry forward the 
unprecedented Mega Restoration Mission on war footing, OPTCL & SOUTHCO 
along with other DISCOMS came forward, collaborated with each other and 
adopted a multi-pronged strategic road-map so as to complete the restoration 
work within shortest possible time.

THE BACKDROP  &  OBJECTIVE 
 

            The Government of Odisha has chartered out very ambitious 
capital expenditure under various schemes for the Distribution 
Companies aggregating to Rs.2000 Crores. To forge ahead with these 
Schemes, the Govt. of Odisha  has engaged Professional Team for 
structuring a long term vision for doubling the consumer base  so as to 
translate its  commitment ôPower for allõ in to reality. The long term 
plan includes; underground cabling, Hi-tech SCADA, making a 
network ring Main etc. for ensuring reliable & quality power. In this 
direction, GoO has also structured 2nd Phase of programme for the 
period covering 8-10 years, aggregating CAPEX of Rs.10,000 
Crores.   It is, therefore, pertinent and has become need of the 
hour to impart  training to the field staff for Project Management 
& Implementation.  
   

TRAINING PROGRAM  ON  PROJECT MANAGEMENT ORGANISED AT BBSR 

           As a first step forward in the proposed Training initiative, a two-
days Training Programme on óPROJECT MANAGEMENTô  has been 
successfully organized under the aegis of Central Service Office of 
WESCO, NESCO & SOUTHCO at OPTCL Training Centre, 
Bhubaneswar on 12th and 13th March 2014. The Objective of the 
Training Programme was to train and augment the knowledge on 
Project Management.  The training programme was structured with the 
support & assistance from "Reliance Energy Management Institute" 
(REMI) to cover the complex and diverse activities of various Projects 
of DISCOMS & to attain project. goals.  
                     Around 35 delegates from the three DISCOMs had 
participated in the program. The Program was inaugurated by Shri 
K.H. Mankad along with other Senior Professionals of  3-DISCOMS, 
viz. Shri Anil Kumar Bohra, C.E.O, Central Service Office , Shri Ricky 
Uchil, MD, WESCO, Shri Trilochan Panda, MD,NESCO , Shri 
Prashant Choudhary, Director and Shri Gagan Bihari Swain,General 
Manager (Finance).  The Training Curriculum was comprised of 
project monitoring and use of IT, Vendor Evaluation, DPR 
Compilation, Capex Project Execution, Quality Procurement, On-line 
Tendering, Time Management and Case Study of Project 
Management.  The Expert faculties from GRIDCO, OPTCL, Reliance-
Infra, Mumbai as well as from DISCOMs had enlightened the 
participants on various topics.  
 

CONTINUOUS TRAINING PROPOSED FOR  DISCOMs  
EMPLOYEES 
           

         The above Training Program was the first in the series of several 
such training programmes contemplated by the DISCOMs for their 
employees. Subsequent training programmes would be organized with 
the help of REMI, R-Infra,Mumbai and reputed Institutions of the 
State. According to the decisions taken by the Management, repeated 
such ó2-4 daysô training programmes would be organized every month 
for different sets of employees.  Further, hands-on Trainings on the 
different Project Management, Software Tools & design Packages Viz- 
CAD CAM etc would also be included in the Training curriculum. Other 
subjects which attains priority for imparting training are DTR 
Installation, Maintenance and Operational Guidelines, HVDS & AB 
Cable Installation ,Metering, Energy Accounting, Works Execution Skill 
and Works Monitoring etc.  A Training Calendar broadly covering 
the above curriculum / subjects is being prepared for the year 
2014-15 to accomplish the training needs and attain its 
objective.

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2×5 MVA  33/11 KV S/S  COMMISSIONED  
 AT   KANHEIPUR  (SOUTHCO)  
           

The State got its first  33/11KV Sub-Station under 
CAPEX Scheme commissioned at Kanheipur under 
SOUTHCO .The 2×5 MVA 33/11 KV S/S constructed at  a 
project cost of Rs. 2.47 Crores was inaugurated  & 
dedicated to the citizens by Sj. Naveen Patnaik, Honôble 
Chief Minister of Odisha on 10

th
 January 2014. 

 

The new Substation would facilitate reliable & 
quality power supply & improved voltage in the area there-
by immensely benefitting 3000 electricity consumers of  
Keshpur, Langaleswar, P. Nuagam. Before charging of the 
said S/S, the power supply to the  above named areas was 
provided from Khallikote 33/11 KV S/S which was over-
loaded and prone to frequent break-down.  
 

1×5 MVA 33/11 KV S/S  COMMISSIONE D AT ANKULI  
(SOUTHCO)  
 

   Accelerating the system improvement works under the Capex 
Program, another  33/11KV Sub-Station was commissioned at Ankuli 
(Berhampur) . The Sub-Station having capacity 1×5 MVA  was  formally 
inaugurated  and dedicated to the citizens by Dr.Arun Sahoo,Honôble 
Minister, Energy  & I&PR on 25.01.2014.  
 

     With the installation of the Sub-station, un-interrupted power supply 
with proper voltage  is being provided  to 4000 consumers of Ankuli, 
Nigam Nagar, Lanjipalli, Industrial Colony  and adjacent areas . Earlier, 
the aforesaid areas were getting supply from 33/11 KV Goodshed feeder 
causing frequent power interruptions and inadequate voltage in the area. 
The investment on  this sub-station is Rs. 1.96 Crores.

    Honôble  Minister,Energy & I & PR Dr.Arun Sahoo also laid the 
foundation stone of  a  2×8 MVA 33/11 KV Sub-Station  at 
Corporation Road,Berhampur  which would be constructed with 
CAPEX funding of Rs.2.73 Crores. The urban pocket of 
Berhampur Municipality Corporation comprising Annapurna 
Market, Urban Bank Road, SNT Road, Hanuman Bazar, Sana 
Bazar and Aska Road is presently getting power supply from two 
primary S/Ss located at Ambagada S/S and Lochapada S/S 
which are at a distance of more than 8 Kms from the load 
Centre.  By installation of a S/S at Corporation Road, this 
Commercial Hub would be privileged with steady and quality 
supply.
